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Wireless Receiver

The Arial Wireless Receiver picks up signals from
portable pendant transmitters, fixed transmitters and
other sources, including smoke detectors and passive
infrared detectors (PIR). It then translates those signals
into data for the central monitoring station.  

The wall-mounted, wireless receiver is powered by an
AC adapter (included) that plugs into any standard
electrical outlet, or into the battery backup supplied
with the central monitoring station.

The wireless receiver connects to the central
monitoring station with a 9-pin cable through a serial
port.
